Conservancy Ordinance Regulations
1. Hours of Operation – sunrise to sunset.
2. No overnight parking.
3. Noise levels	(How measured?)
4. Groups larger than 15 or events larger than 15 are required to have a permit. The Village President or his/her designee shall determine if a cleanup security deposit of $20.00 per person is required.  Uses not in keeping with the purposes of the Conservancy shall be denied.
5. Motorized vehicles, except for maintenance equipment, are not permitted anywhere within the Conservancy.
6. Use of parking area may be restricted for patrons of the Conservancy as determined by the Village President.  Violators may be towed and/or fines applied.
7. Removal of plants, flowers, equipment, boulders or rocks, picnic tables, waste containers, trail markers, signage or any other parts of the Conservancy are not permitted.
8. Open fires and wood or charcoal BBQ’s are not permitted without a fire permit.  Gas fired BBQ’s are permitted.
9. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted except as provided by a one day license.  (Check on this one.)
10. Loitering is not permitted.
11. Use permits shall require the approval signature of the Village President or his/her designee.
12. Vehicles are restricted to paved areas.
13. Swimming or wading in ponds – not permitted.
